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INSTALLATION STEP 1

Place mirror 1 with its back facing up and place it on a flat surface
Screw bolt 4 to the screw hole on the back of mirror 1
Be careful not to tighten too much
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INSTALLATION STEP 2

Bracket B points left 2.1 r ight 2.2
Put the triangular posit ion of bracket 2 upward
Align the screw hole of bracket 2 with the posit ion of bolt 4,
then instal l bracket 2 into bolt 4
Finally al ign bracket 2 with the bottom surface of mirror 1
